Annual Dues:  $20 per person to join which entitles each member to email notification detailing the time and wines for each month’s gathering.  Although we have quite a number of regular members, others are free to join at any time.  The group will meet at least 10 times a year.

· Members will have the opportunity to taste wines that have not yet made it to the wine list and some wines that may never be on that list

· Meetings have been on the last Thursday of each month (depending on the schedule of events at the Inn during that month)

· Winery representatives and vendors are guest hosts of the evening to provide greater insight to the wines.

· Since we will focus on  smaller producers, members will have the first opportunity to purchase the wines we taste at state minimum retail pricing

Members need not attend every month, but those that do will be charged $20 per meeting to cover the cost of the wine and snacks that are provided.  The food offerings will be designed to compliment the wines of the evening.  These will, however, be snacks and not an actual meal.
Wine club membership is limited to 28 total members in order to insure proper interaction and discussion; however, members missing 4 meetings in a row will be replaced with those on the waiting list.
